The inventor of new tango, bandoneonist Astor

Brazilian Scenes, which has been specially 
commissioned and written by bassist Mario Caribe, 
is inspired by the Scottish-based Sao Paulo native's 
observations of TRAVEL, PEOPLE, NATURE and 
PARTY.
